Pool Membership User Statement - Rules and Regulations

As a pool member (summer member only) of the South Granville Country Club, I/we

agree to follow all established rules at the Pool for attendance.  I/we understand that violation of these rules may result in revoking our membership to the pool without a refund in dues paid.   I/we understand that this membership entitles me and my immediate family only the rights and privileges of the pool during operational hours.   Any additional use of the South Granville Country Club must be at the routine cost of a guest of the SGCC and participants must be accompanied by members of said club.   I/we further understand that this membership is made on a year-to-year basis and does not afford me the right to a vote as members of the SGCC.   I/we are aware that should we have any concerns, they must be address with the Pool Committee. 
●  Pool participants must exercise safety in swimming at all times.

●  Pool participants shall be responsible for their children and assure that any children that attend with members adhere to all posted safety rules of the pool.

●  There is no lifeguard on duty at the pool but there will be a Pool Manager on premises at all times.   All persons using the pool do so at their own risk.   Owners and management are not responsible for accidents and injuries.   Children under the age of 14 must be accompanied by an adult at all times. 

●  Pool participants shall be responsible for all trash and debris brought into the pool during your stay.  No glass containers are allowed at the pool.   Persons under the influence of alcohol or drugs should not use the pool.   Smoking is permitted, but we ask that you respect other pool users and dispose of smoking materials properly.  

●  There is no running, boisterous or rough play.   No diving is allowed in areas of the pool less than 5 ft deep or in pool areas not approved for diving or jumping in too close to the edge of the pool.   Children shall not play in the pool without adult supervision.  Adults should not swim alone.  

●  Animals and pets are not allowed in the pool or on the pool’s deck.  
●  Balls and floats are allowed in the pool, we do however, ask that you be considerate of others in the pool when using larger pool toys.   The pool attendant may ask that larger pool toys be removed from the pool area if they are disruptive to others, or if the pool patronage is crowded.  Any small objects that are used to be thrown will be taken away from pool participants.  
●  Persons with skin, eye, ear, or nasal infections are not allowed in the pool.  No person with a communicable disease is allowed in the pool.   Individuals who have diarrhea shall 

not swim.  

●  Parents/adults are responsible for discipline of their children.   If an individual causes safety or discipline concern of the pool attendant, the pool attendant shall first warn the individual of the infraction, secondly notify the parent or adult and then has the right to remove the individual from the pool (sitting on the side of the pool for periods of 30 minutes); subsequently asking the individual to leave the pool for the day.

●  The pool attendant has total control of the pool operations, thus, in adherence with the thunder/lightning policy, if you hear thunder you must leave the pool and if lightning is visible the pool is closed by the pool attendant, without hesitation or exception.

I understand all of the above rules and regulations and shall abide by them as stated.
